73% said no to more apartment developments outside of downtown and only 13.1% are in favor. (p. 26 Q1.

67% said no to more apartment developments in the downtown and only 17.6% were in favor of continuing

The only housing development type that is now s_u_Pported by a majority of citizens is Senior Housing and
single family homes. Both polled at 63% favorability. (p. 24 Q12)

The _higshest_ priorities according to the Survey Monkey weighted average ranking are: Less Traffic, Improve
Public Services and Public open space/parks. (61409)

The lowest priorities cited are: More apartments and increasing bike lanes on streets:1®. Q9)

Malden residents support man u_Egrad_e_s by wide margins including Community Gardens, new playground
equipment, field upgrades and bike trail improvements but when asked if they would be willing to pay more
taxes for such upgrades 53% responded no. Only Ward three residents 58% to 42% responded they woul
willing to pay more. When Ward three is removed those against taxes increases to 56.59831(Q38+15)
